Statement of intent

	At Wilnecote Junior Academy we want all of our children, regardless of their background or circumstances, to enjoy their time at our school, make good progress and achieve in all subjects. This is the focus of our Pupil Premium Strategy – to support disadvantaged children in achieving this goal, including children who are high attaining.
We will consider the challenges faced by vulnerable pupils, such as those with social workers and family support workers. We aim to support their needs, regardless of whether they are disadvantaged or not.
Our belief is for every child to have the opportunity to experience a rich, holistic curriculum, gaining a well-rounded education that is enhanced by enrichment opportunities and memorable moments that excite and encourage lifelong learning. High quality teaching is at the heart of our approach, (with a focus on areas in which disadvantaged pupils require most support, particularly social and emotional health). This approach aims to close the attainment gap for PP children and has the added advantage of benefitting every child in our school.
· Our ethos is inclusivity and the curriculum reflects this, this is underpinned with a focus on developing positive emotional health and well-being for all of our children – equipping children with the emotional skills for them to access the curriculum.
· Rich CPD for staff is identified and implemented to ensure that quality first teaching is available to all children.
· Rigorous procedures are in place to ensure that progress is carefully tracked and therefore support can be implemented effectively.
· Our approach will be rooted in robust diagnostic assessment, not assumptions about the impact of disadvantage. 
· We want all staff to take responsibility for disadvantaged children’s outcomes and raise expectations of what they can achieve, ensuring they are challenged in their work.
Our strategy is also integral for wider school plans for educational recovery following the COVID 19 pandemic, notably the targeted support through the national tutoring programme for pupils whose education has been worse affected, including non-disadvantaged children. 
Our approach will be responsive to common challenges and individual needs.

We feel that all barriers to learning for disadvantaged pupils can be overcome and should not be viewed as a reason for attainment or lack of progress. Identified barriers have been identified as:
· Family circumstances/expectations negatively impact on attitudes towards learning.
· Low confidence and self-esteem due to social and emotional issues.
· Poor attendance will impact on access to learning.
· Low parental engagement/parenting skills may impact on belief and confidence with learning.
· Safeguarding/welfare issues (leading to Social Services involvement), trauma or other mental health issues could result in children not being ‘ready’ to learn.
Academic concerns resulting from identified barriers:
· Transitioning between Key Stage.
· Reading outcomes.
· Vocabulary and oracy.
· Fluency in mathematics.
· Core competencies in writing - Lack of life experience means limited bank of resources to draw on in their writing. Physical stamina with writing and concentration skills. 
· Lack of aspiration and relevance of learning.

	Not all disadvantaged children have positive life experiences out of school. Financial difficulties may be encountered by some families, resulting in limited access to some learning activities (e.g. educational visits and residential stays).

	As a result of the Covid 19 pandemic we found that not all parents from children of disadvantaged backgrounds were engaged with the school and their child’s learning.

	4
	Our attendance data for 2021-22 indicates that attendance from disadvantaged children is 5.3% lower than non-disadvantaged pupils. (88.8%: 94.1%)

During the academic year 2021-22, 8.2% of pupils were persistent absentees.  Of these children, 60% were disadvantaged. 

Internal assessments and observations demonstrate that absenteeism is negatively impacting upon disadvantaged pupils’ progress.

To achieve and sustain improved attendance for all pupils, particularly our disadvantaged pupils.
	Sustained high attendance from 2024/25 demonstrated by:
· the overall absence rate for all pupils being no more than 4%, and the attendance gap between disadvantaged pupils and their non-disadvantaged peers being reduced by 5%. 
· the percentage of all pupils who are persistently absent being below 8% and the figure among disadvantaged pupils being no less than 10% below their peers.

Part B: Review of outcomes in the previous academic year
Outcomes for disadvantaged pupils
This details the impact that our pupil premium activity had on pupils in the 2021 to 2022 academic year. 
	The priorities for Pupil Premium (Targeted academic support) 2021/2022 were:
Challenge 1 - Improved progress and attainment in maths, reading and writing in disadvantaged pupils.
Challenge 2 - All children are able to access the full curriculum – including learning experiences such as educational visits and residential stays.
Challenge 3 - To improve parental interaction with the school and their child’s life at school (learning and development).
Challenge 4 - To achieve and sustain improved attendance for all pupils, particularly our disadvantaged pupils.

Impact Review (See appendix 1)
Challenge 1
· Progress for PP children in maths is strong (Y3).
· In reading some progress has been made towards the target for children at Exp + but not for those at higher expectations (Y3).
· Accelerated progress has been made in writing, although end of year targets were not met for PP and non-PP children (Y3)
· Progress is strong in maths and reading for PP children (Y4).
· For those working at higher ability in maths the target has already been exceeded (Y4)
· Accelerated progress has been made and end of year targets were achieved at ARE but not GD (Y4).
· Achievement in reading is the same for PP and non-PP children (Y5).
· Achievement in maths is the same for PP and non-PP children and in higher maths PP children are out performing non-PP (Y5)
· For writing, attainment is almost inline for Exp +, but this is not the case for higher as PP are behind (Y5).
· The attainment of PP children is behind non-PP in reading, writing and maths (Y6).

33% of children who had TIME interventions for reading and writing were Pupil Premium.
33% of children who had Third Space interventions for maths were Pupil Premium.
To improve mathematic attainment - Targeted intervention (Third Space Learning) – Identified PP children receive weekly 1-1 intervention (1 hour) which develops in accordance with their development.
Poor attaining children (maths), including PP children are clearly identified during Pupil Progress Meetings to receive targeted intervention and effective wave one teaching.


Challenge 2
£788 was used from the PP fund to assist with Pupil Premium children who needed assistance in paying for the Year 6 residential.
Out of 26 Pupil Premium children in Year 6, 15 children attended the residential.
33% of all children who went on the Year 6 residential were Pupil Premium benefitted from this subsidy. 
3 Pupil Premium children have been supported with their music tuition this year costing a total of £238.
19% of children who took part in extra curricula clubs were Pupil Premium.
All children have access to a broad curriculum and range of experiences.

Challenge 3
During school closures (Covid), Pupil Premium families were offered devices (to enable home learning) before non-PP children. This resource was utilised by a number of  PP families.
24 Pupil Premium children received a laptop to enable access to remote learning.
All children (dependent on permissions) are showcased on Twitter and Instagram regularly.
There is regular communication with all families (particularly through tricky periods (school closures, transitions etc), Pupil Premium families are identified and supported throughout the year to ensure consistency (positive relationships have been established).
All PP information is stored on Integris, which is available to all staff, specific personal information is shared between teachers during transition times.
Positive attitudes, learning and behaviour are shared virtually with parents on Marvellous Me. Feedback from parents has been incredibly positive.
Pupil Premium children were targeted by phone to join Marvellous Me.
91% of Pupil Premium children have registered on Marvellous Me and are receiving daily updates.
For parents of PP children who have not signed up, there will be a physical alternative (certificate), which will be sent home.

PP attendance is 88.8%
Non-PP attendance is 94.1%

	Additional activity
Our pupil premium strategy will be supplemented by additional activity that is not being funded by pupil premium or recovery premium. That will include: 
· utilising a DfE grant to train a senior mental health lead. The training we have selected will focus on the training needs identified through the online tool: to develop our understanding of our pupils’ needs, give pupils a voice in how we address wellbeing, and support more effective collaboration with parents.
· offering a wide range of high-quality extracurricular activities to boost wellbeing, behaviour, attendance, and aspiration. Activities will focus on building life skills such as confidence, resilience, and socialising. Disadvantaged pupils will be encouraged and supported to participate.
Planning, implementation, and evaluation
We triangulated evidence from multiple sources of data including assessments, engagement in class book scrutiny, conversations with parents, students and teachers in order to identify the challenges faced by disadvantaged pupils. We also used the EEF’s families of schools database to view the performance of disadvantaged pupils in schools similar to ours and contacted schools with high-performing disadvantaged pupils to learn from their approach.
We looked at a number of reports, studies and research papers about effective use of pupil premium, the impact of disadvantage on education outcomes and how to address challenges to learning presented by socio-economic disadvantage. We also looked at studies about the impact of the pandemic on disadvantaged pupils. 
We used the EEF’s implementation guidance to help us develop our strategy, particularly the ‘explore’ phase to help us diagnose specific pupil needs and work out which activities and approaches are likely to work in our school. We will continue to use it through the implementation of activities. 
We have put a robust evaluation framework in place for the duration of our three-year approach and will adjust our plan over time to secure better outcomes for pupils.
